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Josh Abruzzo presented on how we can improve our helmets and techniques to decrease concussions in sports. His argument is that schools across America should make the change and expend the cost to improve insurances for check-ups and improvement in helmets that will allow kids to experience less concussions. Also, he argued against some researchers that say a concussion only effects short term learning. Abruzzo refuted this with personal experience and also expert word that a concussion will not only effect your short term learning but it will also affect your long term learning, possibly messing with your memory or your cognitive learning. I believe Abruzzo presented this information very well and his argument was very convincing.


Another presentation we saw on Wednesday was on eating disorders. It was argued that media today is convincing young men and women that today having an eating disorder will allow you to look better, this caused a spike in recent numbers of eating disorders.
